Don’t use ugly remarks based on race, religion, gender or ability, you’ll let down your 
Coach, team-mates and family if you do and many such comments are illegal. 
 
Any player that brings the Research Junior Football Club into disrepute or does not abide 
by the Clubs Code of Conduct will be required to attend a meeting with The Research 
Junior Football Club Executive Committee. If found guilty penalties may be imposed 
which range from a warning to suspension or immediate de-registration. If the player fails 
to attend the meeting he will be immediately suspended or de-registered until he appears.
